These events are rated “F” (Fun) grade and skiers get two chances at their first run. However the competition is fierce. You
will be skiing against yourself and seek to improve your score at each tour stop. The winner is the skier who improves the
most through the season.

Many of New Zealand’s top competitors have risen though this series to become world ranked skiers.

This series of events has grown so popular the tour has extended into the Bay Of Plenty region taking in stops as far away
as Aniwhenua (Galatea).
